Objective 4  Demonstrate the ability to play all major and minor (vertical and horizontal) pentatonic, major, and Dorian scales.

Objective 5 Demonstrate the ability to perform open position chords (C, C7, G, G7, F, D, D7, Dm, A, A7, Am, E, E7, Em, and B7) power
chords, and E and A form major and minor bar chords using various strumming patterns.

Objective 6  Demonstrate the ability to improvise using vertical and horizontal versions of the minor pentatonic scale and the
Dorian scale.

Objective 7 Demonstrate an understanding of the history of the guitar from the early 20th century to today and develop the ability
to relate listening to historical and cultural context, musical elements, and guitar effects and techniques.
