LETTER FROM

Dear Coachella Valley Residents,

The Citizens’ Bond Oversight Committee is pleased to
present its 19th annual report to the residents of the
Coachella Valley. As your local representatives, it is our
responsibility to monitor the expenditure of Measures B
and CC Bond Funds, as approved by the Desert Community
College District Board of Trustees, to ascertain that they are
spent as specified in the ballot measures.

Voters approved Measures B and CC in 2004 and 2016,
respectively. As required, the Board of Trustees appointed
an independent Citizens’ Bond Oversight Committee,
comprised of seven members representing a broad cross-
section of Coachella Valley residents. The Committee
ensures that:

 Vigorous efforts are undertaken to ensure that the
bond measures are in strict conformity to the law, and

» Taxpayers directly participate in the oversight
of bond revenues.

Committee members are responsible for reviewing college
board actions in spending bond funds and reporting the
findings to the public. The three newest members were
appointed by the Board of Trustees in early 2024.

One of this Committee’s primary roles is to review the annual
financial and performance audits required under Proposition
39. For the 2022-2023 period, we were presented with
independent audit reports on the financial statements and
internal control over financial reporting and compliance
from Eide Bailly LLP on the Measure B and CC Bonds.

We are pleased to share that the audit reports had clean,
unmodified opinions. The auditors identified no deficiencies
in internal control deemed material weaknesses, found no
questioned costs and had no findings.

The auditors are required to perform compliance tests with
specific laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements
and report any findings of noncompliance. There were
none— and that is important. They also stated affirmatively
that “the results of our tests indicated that the District
expended the Bond Funds only for the specific projects
approved by the voters.”

Open meetings are held quarterly to review and discuss
the progress of the Bond Programs expenditures including
planning and financial assumptions. The Committee reviews
and monitors the Bond Programs to certify transparency
and accountability.

The District’s construction program is informed by its
Educational Master Plan and the Vision 2030 Facilities
Master Plan. The capital outlay program is essential for the
District to fulfill its mission. The District remains committed
to providing all College of the Desert students with
modern facilities, infrastructure and technology capable of
supporting high-demand and innovative programs.

Completion of projects brings about two notable results.
First, it enables the District to continue providing students
with a first-class education. Second, the Desert Community
College District can continue to stimulate economic
growth and significantly contribute to the workforce and
development of the region.

The District has remained faithful to prudent long-range
planning for its facilities while finishing in-progress projects.
This rigorous approach demonstrates the District’s ongoing
commitment to quality and accessible education.

The Indio Childcare Development Center was completed
in late 2023 on time and on budget. Design work for the
Athletics Stadium and Fields Project in Palm Desert is
complete and is under review by outside agencies. Both
the Roadrunner Motors Project in Cathedral City and

the Palm Springs Development Project in Palm Springs
are in the final stages of their design phases. The Indio
Campus Expansion is in construction. New construction
and renovations to the existing facility are scheduled to be
completed in 2025.

As Chair of the Committee, | state that, to the best

of my knowledge based on current audit reports and
regular reporting by the District to the Committee, the
Citizens’ Bond Oversight Committee finds that the Desert
Community College District is in full compliance with

the responsibilities as described in Article XIIIA, Section
1(b) and (3) of the California State Constitution, which
addresses bond indebtedness incurred by a community
college district.

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PURPOSE OF THE CITIZENS’ BOND OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE

Measures B and CC were approved under the requirements of California’s Proposition 39 which is chaptered
as the Strict Accountability in Local School Construction Bonds Act. This Act was passed by State voters in
2000. As required by Proposition 39, the Committee members consist of representatives from taxpayers’
groups, local businesses, industries, senior citizen organizations and students.

The Committee has met regularly since September 2004 to review the College’s Bond-Funded Construction
Program and ensure that funds are spent only on those projects identified in Measures B and CC.

CITIZENS’ BOND OVERSIGHT
COMMITTEE MEMBERS

Proposition 39 requires that the District form a
Citizens’ Bond Oversight Committee to review
expenditures and safeguard that Bond Funds are
spent according to their legal purposes.

This includes all $924.3 million in bonds approved

by voters and issued since March 2004 for Desert
Community College District construction and campus
renovations. The Committee is responsible for checking
the annual financial and performance audit reports as
well as project progress reports.

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y NINETEENTH YEAR REPORT: MEASURES B & CC
PROJECTS RECENTLY COMPLETED OR IN PROGRESS

Desert Community College District (DCCD) serves students in the Coachella
Valley seeking to enhance their lives through education. Meeting the instructional
needs of students necessitates the provision of modern teaching and learning
facilities and support spaces to meet these demands. The DCCD has executed

a building program that is guided by its Strategic Educational Master Plan

and its Facilities Master Plan. The building program also responds to facilities
needs such as capital renewal and replacement, seismic, safety, accessibility,
sustainability and building code requirements, along with the need to update
infrastructure and information technology. The DCCD accepts its responsibilities
as stewards of the bond resources and has committed to complying with bond
language requirements and the expectations of Coachella Valley citizens. In
addition, the DCCD is committed to achieving a high return on investment for
the community.

PALM DESERT CAMPUS - ONGOING PROJECTS

Planning and execution of the Facilities Master Plan for the Palm
Desert Campus continues and includes the renovation of antiquated
instruction, student service and support facilities consistent with

the DCCD Strategic Educational Master Plan. For example, the
Science Building Renovation Project includes the replacement

of building systems and a complete interior remodel, providing

new laboratory and classroom spaces with the latest technology
reconfigured for modern teaching. The original exterior architecture
of the building, which is part of the historic campus core, will be
preserved while the interior will be modernized to meet the latest
building and accessibility code requirements. At this time, the
construction documents are complete and the project is under review
by the Division of the State Architect (DSA). The Science Building
Renovation Project is funded using a combination of State Capital
Outlay Funds and Measure CC Bond Funds. Completion is expected in
the fourth quarter of 2025.

The Athletics Stadium and Fields Project is in design. The project
will demolish the existing football stadium and construct a
20,000-square-foot stadium building to house home team and
visitor locker rooms and support spaces. Additionally, the project will
install new sports lighting at the football and soccer fields, provide
new landscaping and renew an existing parking lot. The Athletics
Stadium and Fields Project is funded using Measure CC Bond Funds.
Completion is expected during the second quarter of 2025.

In Palm Desert, there are several deferred maintenance and safety
projects underway that will replace end-of-life building HVAC systems,
fire alarm control panels (FACP) and outdated door hardware.
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»INDIO CAMPUS - IN CONSTRUCTION

Construction of the Indio Campus instruction building was completed in 2014, bringing much-needed
educational facilities to one of the fastest-growing areas in the Coachella Valley. After opening, the
Indio Campus experienced a significant increase in enrollment, and it was determined that additional
space would be needed. The Indio Expansion Project will include a new instructional building adjacent
to the existing Indio Campus, which will be connected by a pavilion. The 67,000-square-foot expansion
will accommodate student support services, classrooms, class laboratories, faculty and staff offices,

a student café, open study spaces and collaboration areas. The District will also complete roughly
10,000 square feet of modest renovations to the original facility. Construction of the project began

in early 2022. The new facility is expected to be complete in time for fall 2024. Renovations to the
existing Indio Campus are expected to be completed during the first quarter of 2025.

The Indio Child Development Center opened during the latter part of 2023. It includes a new,
18,000-square-foot building with 7,000 square feet of outdoor play yards and shade structures. The
new building accommodates toddler and preschool classrooms, an observation area and support
spaces. The Indio Child Development Center was funded using Measure CC Bond Funds.
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PALM SPRINGS CAMPUS
- DESIGN COMPLETED

The Palm Springs Campus will construct new facilities for basic skills
education and targeted programs in areas such as: hospitality and
culinary arts; digital media and entertainment; healthcare education;
and sustainable technology. A phased approach to the project

is necessary to better match construction expenditures with the
projected debt issuance schedule. This ensures that the promised
rate to the taxpayers of no more than $20 per $100,000 property
valuation will be honored. The schematic design of the first phase of
the project is complete. The first phase of the project is planned to
be complete in 2027.




ROADRUNNER MOTORS

The popular automotive technology programs will relocate from the Palm Desert Campus to Cathedral
City to be accommodated in a state-of-the-art training facility. Specialized equipment and a small fleet of
vehicles will be used as part of direct student instruction. The facility’s proximity to auto dealerships will
strengthen the College’s ties with automobile businesses and make partnerships that afford students real-
world experience more convenient and advantageous. The new facility includes a variety of instruction
and support spaces, including service vehicle bays/lifts, offices, conference rooms and parking. The
project is funded using Measure CC Bond Funds and is scheduled to open spring 2026.



INDEPENDENT FINANCIAL AND PERFORMANCE AUDITS

In compliance with Proposition 39, the Board of Trustees engaged the audit firm, Eide Bailly LLP, to

complete independent audits of the financial and construction records of the Bond Programs. Copies of
the bond financial and performance audit reports can be viewed on the College of the Desert website Scan the OR code to
by scanning the QR code. view audit reports

The audit firm reported that College of the Desert has appropriately accounted for the expenditures of the funds held in
the Bond Fund and that such expenses were made on authorized bond projects. Further, it was noted that the funds held
in the Bond Fund and expended by the District were not spent on salaries of school administrators or other operating
expenses. The audit contained no adverse findings, and no questioned costs were identified.
